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Do you have an insurance portfolio strategy? by Dave Lowell VP FMCA, President RAM

We all have insurance policies. Some policies are required by law. Others are used to protect ourselves from
potential tragic events. Some are for work and some are for our personal lives. For my business, | carry workers com-
pensation, general liability, property & indemnity, auto, and a bumpershoot (umbrella). At home | have an auto, motor-
cycle, homeowners, flood, windstorm, life, and health insurance policies.

| have contemplated the aggregate annual dollar value of my premiums (gulp!). | have also considered the de-

ductibles | have paid and the amounts insurance companli es
you want to invest your personal money in insurance company stocks to try to get some back. There is a reason they
have actuaries on staff.

When you sit down with your agent and discuss your policy are you thinking about that policy only? What |
mean is do you look at your policies as individual entities or do you look at them as part of your insurance portfolio?
Just as you might have an investment portfolio you actually have an insurance portfolio, too. There are a lot of articles
on how to manage your investments. Heck, there are en|tire
much about that with regards to our insurance.

I nsurance is about risk. How much are we willing o g
the policy is required we stild]l have the option of i nc|reas

should approach your policies, but | am going to tell you that you should have an overall strategy.

I would describe myself as a conservative risk taker. | believe in taking risks but I like to minimize the downside.
So, for myself, | have determined that in order to complement this thinking | will utilize insurance that can really protect
me from big damages but | would like to keep my deductibles high and premiums lower. When I look at all of my poli-
cies like this and analyze how much | use deductibles each year | realize that most of the time | never get past my de-
ductible.

So, for instance, | carry personal health insurance. My wife, Stacie, and | are relatively healthy people. Other
than the occasional check-up we rarely have to go to the doctor. So, | sought out a Health Savings Account plan for us.
These plans are specifically designed to have high deductibles with low premiums. On top of that, they provide a huge
tax advantage. As | look at the premium dollars that | have been saving over the past several years | realize that | have
saved tens of thousands of doll ars. And that isndt inlcl uc
only. As | apply this to the various policies | have the savings are heightened. Therefore, when | happen to have a high
deductible year (ask me for pictures of my 10 month old!) my cost may spike for the year but overall | am way ahead of
the game.

| recommend that you think about your tolerance for risk and the exposures you have throughout your life. De-
termine an approach to your insurance needs. Then throughout the course of the next year, as each policy gets re-
newed, sit down with your agent and discuss the different features that you can manipulate to align it to your strategy. A
good agent, whether commercial or personal, will spend the time with you to explain the different routes you can take.
